Please make sure that you read through this syllabus with 

your student and return the contract to the appropriate teacher by the printed deadline.

Gorbe’s Corner   
 

Please make sure your student’s instrument is in good working order before 

school starts. Some of them haven’t been touched since school let out, so there are 

probably some stuck valves and leaky keys out there that will make getting back into 

playing frustrating for some students. Also, be sure that they have all the necessary 

maintenance materials, such as valve oil, slide cream, extra reeds, and cleaning supplies. 

This will make later repairs much less frequent. 

 

When buying reeds, be sure that the hardness is appropriate for the age of the 

player. A beginner (5
th

 and 6
th

 grade) will be using a 2 ½ or so (medium soft) while more experienced players should 

be on a 3 or 3 ½ (medium). Avoid 2 or 1 ½ since these are too soft and will not produce a good tone. 

 

Percussionists should have their own sticks and mallets. First year percussionists, no matter what grade, will 

be playing bells for the whole year, and should have their own bell set. A complete percussion beginning set, that also 

includes a stand and a snare drum practice pad with all appropriate sticks and mallets, can be rented or purchased at 

most of the musical instrument dealers in the area. Once students have played bells for a year, they then will need a 

set of their own sticks and mallets and a stick bag. The snare sticks should be SD1 or SD2 Generals, and bell mallets 

can be medium hardness of any type. Middle school students also need a pair of timpani mallets (felt head, nothing 

expensive, please) and a set of yarn mallets for other purposes. Marshall Music sells a stick bag complete with all the 

necessary sticks (Vic Firth EP2) for $75.90. I have also seen them online for less at places like musiciansfriend.com 

and music123.com. 

 

5
TH

 and 6
TH

 GRADE method books will be Do It! Book One by James O. Froseth and Published by GIA 

Publications. The price on this is $7.95, but does include a CD. 

 

7
TH

 AND 8
TH

 GRADE method books will again be Foundations For Superior Performance Warm-Ups & 

Technique for Band by Richard Williams & Jeff King, published by Neil A. Kjos Music Company. This book will 

also be used in HS, so once you buy it for 7
th

 or 8
th

 grade; you will be set for a long time. 

 

Also, please be sure to fill out the information sheets that we hand out at the beginning of the school year to 

be certain that we have an email address for everyone, so you can receive our booster newsletters in the future, as all 

of them will be electronic after this one. This will save us quite a bit of money in the future and enable a quicker 

communication with all of you.

. The planning is well underway and we will be doing our usual fund raisers to help families build up 

those student accounts. Our biggest fund raiser of the year is our annual Apple Pie Sale. We will be making pies this 

year on October 31
st
. Although Halloween may not seem like the most convenient day to congregate at the high 

school for our annual pie making extravaganza, it turns out to be the only free Saturday for such an undertaking in a 

fall schedule jam-packed with MSU games, home football games, and other band events. In past years, pie 

production has been finished by late afternoon, and even with increased sales for the Disney Trip, we still think we 

can get the pies done in time for you to get home to those Trick or Treaters. The Apple Pie Fundraiser provides 

nearly 100% of the funds we need to support the bands, and provides you a convenient (and delicious) way to bank 

money in your student account for trips and other band activities. Last year, the sale provided the money needed for 

the Waverly East and Middle School End of Year parties, entry fees and busing for festivals, music racks, supplies 

for the band rooms, and many more things I just don’t have room here to mention. 

 

You will find information elsewhere in this newsletter regarding the annual Apple Pie sale and our MSU Concessions 

booth. It’s never too early to start building up that band account! My daughter started participating in fund raisers in 

the 5
th

 grade and has earned enough to pay for her entire Disney Trip.

Ink Cartridge Recycling! 

Thanks to the efforts of Mr. Jim Annis we are once again collecting used ink cartridges 

for recycling. Mr. Annis has found a new source that will pay for each cartridge we 

turn in. Please send in your used cartridges to the Band rooms for collection. 

 
Each year, over 600 million ink cartridges are consumed in the United States. A 
small fraction of empty ink cartridges are recycled, but many more end up in 
landfills. Leaking ink from used cartridges can pollute the environment, and the 
plastic they're made of will take many generations to decompose. Up to three 
quarts of oil are needed to produce a single printer cartridge. (earthtonesolutions.com)

Fundraising – Why we do it, Where the Money Goes, What’s in it for your child 

The Waverly Band Boosters run a variety of fundraisers throughout the year from our biggest event, Apple Pies, to 

the smaller fundraisers, like Meijer Rewards and Savory Foods Cookie Dough. Why do we do it?  Waverly, like 

many school districts throughout Michigan, has been facing significant budget challenges. With pay-to-play sports, 

elimination of some programs, and restructuring of other programs, Booster support of the Band program is more 

important than ever. So, what do we pay for?  Check out our budget at 

http://www.waverlyband.org/Boosters/20092010Budget.htm.  

East and Middle School parents will no doubt see that we have a lot more line items in the budget for the High 

School, and wonder why they should participate in fundraisers. First, hopefully your child will continue on in band 

all the way through their career at Waverly, but probably more important is that we also pay for all kinds of things for 

all the bands. For example, a lot of the “school owned” instruments are purchased and maintained by the Boosters 

(percussion instruments, large brass, specialty woodwinds, etc). We also buy supplies for the Directors, dry clean and 

replace uniforms, pay accompanists for Solo and Ensemble Festivals, pay Band Festival fees, purchase supplies such 

as reeds, extra books, percussion supplies, and music. And if that weren’t enough, every fundraiser that you and your 

child participate in will deposit money into your student’s private account. Money in the student account can be used 

for the Cedar Point trip in the Middle School, Band Camp Fees, and trip costs for the High School. There are a lot of 

expenses for High School band students; it really does pay to start building up your Student Account as early as 

possible.

ALL ORDERS MUST BE PAID IN FULL AT TIME OF ORDER  ï No exceptions;
